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The Board understands that an email has been circulated to some homeowners at Aspen Brook referencing “voting on the rental ban” and “spending thousands of dollars on attorneys”. Each owner has a right to express his/her opinion, and the Board is disappointed and finds it unfortunate that an owner is mischaracterizing the purpose of the amendment and the cause of the legal expenses.  

The Covenant Amendment is not a rental ban but a requirement for a minimum 2 night rental.  The Board has listened to the opinions of the owners from the survey and from Board meetings and heard the overwhelming interest in preserving the character of the neighborhood by establishing two night rental minimums.   The decision to enact a 2 night minimum is a decision for each of you, as owners.  It is not up to one person and it is not up to the Board or the Board members. 

Regarding the legal expenses, the Board has been transparent and the legal expenses have been incurred to respond to owner’s document requests, accusations and a demand letter from an attorney.  The Board has taken these steps acting in the best interest of the Association.   

We encourage all owners to participate in Board meetings, ask questions and vote on the covenant amendment.
